Any discharge or probable discharge of oil or noxious liquids substances carried in bulk,
resulting from damage to the ship or its equipment, or for the purpose of securing the
safety of a ship or saving life at sea

Any discharge during the operation of the ship of oil or noxious liquid substances in excess
of MARPOL discharge limits or rates

Any discharge or probable discharge of harmful substances in packaged form
(including freight containers, shipborne barges, road and rail vehicles, and portable tanks).
