Vessel equipment guide — non-surveyed vessels with
mechanical propulsion class 2 and 3 inshore operation

This equipment guide is general in nature and may not apply to your individual circumstances. For full details refer
to the National Standard for Commercial Vessels Part G: Non-surveyed Vessels. Further factors may need to be
considered including NSCV Part G, F2 and/or Exemption 40—Marine Safety (Class C Restricted operations). The
equipment guide does not address ‘acceptable flotation and decking standards’ that may apply to the vessel at NSCV
Part G, Chapter 2.

Buoyant appliance

* 1 buoyant appliance required with a self-igniting light.

For vessel more than 12 metres (>12m):

* 2 buoyant appliances required. One must have a
self-igniting light.
